Annexure-I

Brief  History/Introduction  on D(JCM)/MoD and JCM Scheme

· The JCM Scheme provides for setting up of Joint Councils at the National, Departmental and Regional/Office levels. This mechanism is available for resolving issues pertaining to Group ‘C’ & ‘D’ employees. The National Council is the apex body. The Council deals with matters affecting Central Govt. employees generally. The Chairman of this Council is Cabinet Secretary. The ordinary meeting of the Council shall be held as often as necessary, and not less than once in four months.

· The JCM Scheme formulated by the Ministry of Home Affairs, was adopted by the MoD in 1968.  There is a 3 tier system of JCM functioning in Ministry of Defence as under:-

(i) II level JCM Council functioning at the Ministry of Defence under the Chairmanship of Defence Secretary.

(ii) III level JCM Councils functioning at the various HQ/Dte level such as Army, Navy and Air Force under the Chairmanship of Adjutant General in Army, Chief of Personnel in Naval HQrs and Air Officer Personnel in Air Force respectively.

(iii) IV level JCM Councils functioning at the Unit/Establishment level under the Chairmanship of the head of the Unit/Establishment.

· In a Calendar Year, three meetings of the Departmental Council (JCM) II level are required to be held as per the provisions of the JCM Scheme. As per the constitution of III  and IV level, meetings in such Councils are required to be held once in a quarter and once in a month respectively.  Most of the HQs/Organizations are forwarding copies of the minutes of the 3rd level JCM Council meetings for information of MoD.  In respect of IV level Councils, the concerned HQ/Dtes monitor the functioning of the said Councils.

·  Before the Departmental Council (JCM) meeting, a Review meeting under the Chairmanship of Additional Secretary is convened to assess the progress achieved on the points raised by the JCM members.  A Steering Committee meeting is held under the Chairmanship of JS(E) wherein the demands projected by the JCM members for discussion in the Departmental Council are screened.

· At present the following three recognized  Federations and a Confederation  are functioning under the Defence fold:- 

i) All India Defence Employees Federation(AIDEF)

ii) Indian National Defence Workers Federation (INDWF) 

iii) Bhartiya Pratiraksha Mazdoor Sangh(BPMS)

iv)Confederation of Defence Recognized Associations(CDRA)

· The unions functioning in the Defence installations are recognized on individual basis and these unions may affiliate with any of the three recognized Federations functioning in the MoD. Hence Federations are formed amalgamating unions functioning in the Defence installations. The Service Associations of the non-industrial employees are also accorded recognition under CCS(RSA) Rules, 1993 issued by the Department of  Personnel & Training. CDRA consists of Associations recognized under CCS(RSA) Rules 1993.

Annexure-II

STATEMENT SHOWING THE SUBJECTS BEING DEALT WITH BY SECTION D(JCM)

(A) JOINT CONSULTATIVE MACHINERY
(i) In order to promote harmonious and cordial relations with the Staff Side and also to discuss the matters of common concern, periodical meetings of the Departmental Council (JCM) are held under the Chairmanship of Defence Secretary.

(ii) Policy matters regarding III and IV level JCM Councils.

(B)
RECOGNITION OF SERVICE ASSOCIATIONS AND UNIONS FUNCTIONING WITHIN THE DEFENCE FOLD 
(i) The applications of Service Associations for recognition under CCS(RSA) Rules, 1993 notified by DOP&T are examined and processed.

(ii) The cases of recognition of Unions within the Defence fold are examined and processed under the Rules and Procedure framed by Ministry of Defence.

(C) PRODUCTIVITY LINKED BONUS (PLB)
Payment of PLB to the eligible Defence Civilians in AOC, EME, Navy and Air Force. The payment are to be paid before Dussehra Festival.

(D) STATISTICAL REPORTS AND RETURNS SC/ST/OBC/ DISABLED PERSONS

The statistical reports and returns on the representations of SC/ST/OBC/Disabled persons working in Ministry of Defence including its lower formations are forwarded to DOP&T/Ministry of Welfare etc.

(E)     SPECIAL RECRUITMENT DRIVE.

(F)     DESERVATION IN RESPECT OF SC/ST CATEGORIES
Dereservation in respect of SC/ST categories are accorded in consultation with DOP&T and National Commission for SC/ST as per procedure.

(G)     DEMONSTRATION/STRIKE/AGITATION ETC.
All matters relating to Demonstration, Agitation and Strike etc. of the Unions and treatment of the period of Strike, if any, resorted to by the employees.  The principle of No work-No pay is to be observed strictly in the matter of Strike.  Any relaxation has to be made with the approval of Cabinet.
